. Artist must be age eleven or lower as of October 1, 2024
There are two age divisions: up to 7 years of age and 8-11 years of age.
Art for six notecards will be selected from each age division

. Clubs may provide awards to participants and winners at the local level.

Artwork must be created on 11" wide x 8.5" high paper

or construction paper. This exciting competition is

Actual, physical artwork of the Club winner(s) must be submitted to
Ol no later than March 1, 2025.
